B. The 7th Commandment implies the preservation of corporal purity (relationships)

II. The Seventh Commandment

A. That which is implied: the preservation of the marriage relationship by the proper roles of men and women

1. When marriage roles are violated impurity may result

2. Marriage ordinances are preventative

6. Duty of wife – respect and follow – Ephesians 5:25

7. Marriage duties designed to prevent adultery 

C. That which is prohibited (forbidden); violation of a relationship through pollution.

5. Bestiality – between same sex or animals

1. Fosters internal lusts – Matthew 5:27–28

2. Inward cleanliness of the heart tougher in the New Testament. than in the Old Testament

3. Includes eyes, speech, attire, or whatever else may kindle lustful thoughts

J. False Doctrine

1. Violates the relationship between Christ and His body by pollution

2. 1 Timothy 1:3–11 – myths, opinions, etc.

3. 1 Timothy 4 – watch own life and doctrine

4. 1 Timothy 6:3–5 – unhealthy interest in controversy
