C. The method of gaining a knowledge of God

1. Collect all the verses you can on a given subject

2. Anything we claim to believe from the Scripture must be found in the Scripture

3. Doctrines (standard) must be exclusively scriptural

4. Doctrines must be clear and plain in the Scripture

5. Study the Scripture inductively

6. Never base a doctrine on one verse of Scripture only

7. Never arrive at any conclusion from Scripture which makes us contradict something which is stated in Scripture; we must always compare Scripture with Scripture.

8. Avoid a party spirit

9. Realize there are certain matters of Scripture about which we cannot speak with finality.

10. Where we cannot be final and absolute, let us be sympathetic.
