II. The Second Petition – Matthew 6:10

A. The Second Petition Concerns God’s Sovereign Reign

A. “Your Kingdom Come” 

1. This is not a reference to God’s universal sovereignty being exercised because that is always in force

2. This is a reference to God’s saving reign which is, in one sense present, but which awaits its future consummation

3. This is to pray that God’s saving reign will be expanded now and much more that He will usher in the final Kingdom inaugurated by Jesus’ return in glory

4. The early believers eagerly prayed this thought – 1 Corinthians 16:22, 2 Peter 3:13 and the last book concludes with “Come Lord Jesus” (Revelation 22:20)

B. We should not pray this phrase lightly or thoughtlessly

1. Those persecuted for the cause of Christ prayed this with meaning and fervor.

2. Do we really hunger for His Kingdom to come or do we want to experience what we want first?
